He is an able 3ible student and teacher, And mav I call atien-
tion to the fact that Dr. Bamhouse is being added to the other side of that
team, It is only right an? reasonable and faith then that we have an additienal
man. That is why I have written to 3rother Unmuh and expressed my definite
conviction along this line, ’

How, I have had some very interssting talks with Brother Rudy about this
ad related matters. We have had an opportunity to talk over certain dencmina-
tional problems and the challenge that is before us. T think Brother Rudy will
probably bring up some of these himself, but I think we ses ey to eys cn many
of these things. The time has come for some things to happen, and I believe
that there is opportunity now to go forward with certain thingse I know that
I am speaking in generalities and parables, but if I get into particulars, it
would take too long and I would have to explain the whole thing.
