, - The two testimonies from Brother Jones reached ne one Sunday,
;gand on my- first reading of them, ithere seemed to be nothing but the
~'severest rebuke, but the more I read and read them, and prayed over

" ~ihem, the more encouragement I found in them, and bv the next Friday

night, when we held our regular devoiional meeting of the faculty, I
had received already much help from them, I read them to the teach-
ers, all the teachers and-helpers belng present, with the earnest
prayer that the Lord would use then to ‘aceconplish just what he knew
ought to be accomplished, The Spirit of God came into the meeting,
gnd the reproof had a very narked effect, We appointed special meet-
ings to consider these matters, and received nmuch blessing in subkzit-
ting our ways to the Lord's reproef, and good results followed immedi-
ately, One of the most marked cases is that of Professor Barnes. He
has taken a very decided stand with us, and the change in him is re-
markable; he is enjoying a genuine Christian experience, and feels
more drawn to our work than he has ever been bhefore, He has a de-
sire now to give up his connectiion witn the outside world, and devote
his whole time and ability to our own work, and I think the experience
which the Lord has given him will prepgre him for this, so that we can
give much more time to the study of music and the proper culiivation
of the voice, and that too, on a proper basis. While we as a faculiy
~were seeking the Lord, the same spirit 100k hold of the students, and
“without any special meetings, but Sigply on the plain statement of the
fact that we had . received plain rebuke to which we would endeavor to
give earnest heed, the Spirit of the Lord came into our meeting, and
five or six ai once made a start in Christian life, ‘NExt Sabbath
there will be fifteen or more students baptized, Among them is Mr,

W. J. Bruce wiih whose past history you are perhaps quite well ac-
guainted. He had practically decided to return home, and had written
10 his fatrher for money. The money came, with his father's permission

. Some thlngs that are sald in the testlmony concerninz the di-
et gquestion have puzzled us a good deal, but we are trying to do as
-there instrucied: "Study up on these subjecis.’' There has teen a
very decided change for the beilter since last year, and we shall do all
we can 10 put matters .on a proper basis, - I have been irying person-
ally to give more attention tc zhe care of ny health, especially in the
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},ce?;q: diet and exertise, and I have already begun ;o‘realize’tﬁé '
oenefits of so doing. TPFor the last two months I have carried more
work than ever before, and yvet I am setting on very well, Of course I
am sometimes extremely tired, but then try to take extra rest, and an
‘feeling as well now as I have before for some time, and much better
than usual under such a pressure of work. - During the last two or
three weeks I have given special study to the principles underlying our
educational work, as found in Christian Edumcation, and those téstimo-
nies which have come singe that time, and am fully convinced that we
are far from conducting the work as it ought 1o be done. - The fre-
quent references to the schools of the prophets have drawn my mind to
a study of those schools and ine plans followed in them. As a result,
of this study I have hecome fully convinced that there ought to be rad-
‘ical changes in our plans of work, and that some of the subjects which
‘have been occupying a prominent place and taken much time, ought to be
eitnher omitted entirely, or relegated to a secondary place. With
‘much prayer for wisdom and guidance, I have brought t1hese matters to
the attention of the teachers at special meetings which we have held
during the past two weeks, This has resulied in developing quite a
spirit of oppdsition on the part of a few, and at present I do not kne
just how it will turn. There are some who have a fear that the plans
‘which I suggest will result in narroving down our educational work,
and that students will not be able 10 receive at our schools "a liberal
education'. You can readily understand that this opposition comes
from those who have bbtained their ecucation in other colleges, con-
ducted afier the worldly plan. I do not know just how it will turn
ax present, butl I hope the Lord will so overrule that good may come,
I an now fully convinced thatv we must employ as teachers in our schoolg
only those who have such an experience in the things of God, and such a
knowledge of his work for this time, that they will be prepared 1o lead
out in all these lines, Unless the Lord by his Spirii works power-
fully for some of those who are now connected with the work,--ii seems
inevitable to me that Tthey must soon be separated from it.

'I expect that some defirite conclusion in these matters will
be reached soon, and I shall provaply be able to write vou by the next
pvoat of what has been done.

You will pe interested to know tnat Egg‘recegimggggglxg:statef
ments concerning the questilon of moving out of Battie Creek have ha
S decided effect Upon_the people. We have nhad several meetings OVer

leaving this country, to go 1o the islands of the Pacifie, or 1o New
Zealand and Australia, many others will go to different portions of
tnis couniry, and some will not nave sufficient means to Zo ou§ of
Michigan, but will move to some place where there is a struggling ©
church needing help. I can hardly understand how any one should care
1o stay here who is not kept here by actual duty. I Teel sure that,

when my work is done here, I should be Vvery willing to respond to a
